Since purchasing the winery in 2009, they have grown to three 
locations, including a bayfront tasting room at San Diego’s Seaport 
Village. Annual production at their La Mesa WineWorks facility is about 
four thousand cases, including their signature passionfruit wines. 
Their wines are consistent award winners in state and international 
competitions. As an urban winery, they source grapes from local 
vineyards and renowned growing regions throughout California.
